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EIGHTH  HALL OF FAME INDUCTEES  

Dr. Gary Lee Anderson (CHS’65) , resides in Grafton, Ohio. He received a Doctorate of Divinity in 1988. Dr. Anderson has 
spent his career in Global Baptist Ministries, traveling to 50 countries and throughout the United States encouraging Baptist 
ministries and congregations. He is the recipient of numerous awards, and he continues as president of Baptist Mid-Missions 
and as a lecturer at Bible colleges and universities.  

Dr. W. Bradford DeLong (CHS ’54), lives in Orofino, Idaho. He is being honored for his work in the medical field, having 
worked as a neurosurgeon in San Francisco, California from 1969 to 2000. Dr. DeLong received his medical degree from 
Washington University in St. Louis, his general surgical training at Massachusetts General Hospital in Boston and completed 
his residency in neurosurgery at the University of Michigan Medical Center at Ann Arbor. He is credited as the first 
neurosurgeon to use microsurgery (surgery requiring the use of an operating microscope) regularly.�

Allison Sam Hall (CHS ’38) , is a resident of New York City. Upon graduation from CHS, he obtained a B.A. in English from 
Dartmouth College and a Master of Fine Arts from Yale. Drafted into the Army in 1942, he served in a supply depot near the 
front line during the Battle of the Bulge. Returning to civilian life, he became a writer for such television shows as Dark Shadows 
(starring his wife Grayson Hall), Santa Barbara and Another World. He has been an icon of TV writing for over 40 years.  

The late Dr. John A. Murray (CHS ’50) , graduated from Case Western Reserve University and the University of Pittsburgh 
School of Medicine. He did postgraduate study a John Davis Hospital in Houston, Texas and residencies at  Baylor College of 
Medicine, also at Houston. Over the course of his career, he was a clinical associate professor and associate surgeon, professor 
of surgery and professor emeritus of surgery. He served as president of the Texas Orthopedic Association, held seven hospital 
appointments, was a director of the American Board of Orthopedic Surgery and authored numerous peer-reviewed articles in 
major medical journals. A well-known and respected orthopedic surgeon and leader in cancer research, Dr. Murray passed away 
in 2000 at the age of only 68.
